A Salt Dough Workshop with Chef Karch

On Thursday 22 November,2007 thirty-two of our students from Form 1 to Form 6 participated in a very special activity co-sponsored by the Home
Economics Department and the English Society. Mr Guenther Erich Karch, a lecturer at the Hong Kong Polytechnic University, came to our school to teach
the students how to make ornaments with salt dough. After the principal and vice =

principals greeted Mr Karch, presenting him with a gift of appreciation, the activity
began. It was a fun “hands-on” experience for all those who participated.

Mr Karch is an experienced chef. He is originally from Germany but he now lives
and works in Hong Kong. In the past, Mr Karch has worked as the Chef de
Cuisine on the Carnival Cruise Line USA, a 2,500-passenger and 1,200-crew
holiday cruise ship. He has also worked as the Executive Chef at the Conrad
Hotel on the Gold Coast in Queensland, Australia, a hotel operation that serves
30,000 guests daily. Now he lives in Hong Kong and works as a lecturer in the
School of Hotel and Tourism Management at the Hong Kong Polytechnic Univer-
sity. Mr Karch describes himself as a world traveler and a lover of good food. He
particularly enjoys sharing his knowledge of the culinary arts with others.

Our students learned from Mr Karch that salt dough carvings have a 700-year old
history. The art originated in England, where people would make a wide range of
decorative ornaments out of salt dough depicting historical figures, stories from
the Bible, or scenes from nature. Making the dough is quite easy. All you need is
125 grams of salt, 1000 grams of flour, 450 milliliters of hot water, 80 milliliters of
vegetable oil and 15 grams of cream of tartar. Then you mix all the dry ingredi-
ents with the oil and hot water. The appearance of the dough should be soft,
doughy, smooth, elastic and easy to handle. It should not be too wet, otherwise
it will be messy when handled. The wonderful thing about salt dough is that it is
non-toxic. You can actually eat it and not get sick.

He demonstrated how pieces could be joined together with just a little bit of water and how any kind of tool (e.g. chopsticks, scissors, keys) could be used to
create a work of salt dough art. After molding their creations, students then left it to dry. The drying process takes 2-5 days depending on the weather. The
next step will be to colour and decorate the salt dough ornaments with water colour paints, herbs and a clear varnish. The students will have to do this part
in a follow-up activity with the Art teacher since there was not enough time to do it with Mr Karch.
